The mentoring 
relationship helps young women discover who they are, cultivate abilities to shape their own lives, and learn how to engage with and contribute 
to the world around them. Girls Group’s effectiveness is, in large part, due to long-term and supportive relationships, which often begin in middle 
school, and carry through into high school and college. All programs are planned, developed, and implemented by highly-trained, talented, and 
compassionate Girls Group Mentors. A mentor is an adult who can either be a staff member, intern, or volunteer. We believe that every mentor 
involved in Girls Group helps to shape our legacy.
